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In pairs, students alternate generating oral responses.

1. Teacher poses a problem to which there are many possible responses or answers.
2. Teacher may give some think time.

3. Teacher sets the amount of time that students will have. 
4. In pairs, students take turns sharing responses or solutions.

5. Partners switch roles.

Students place a chip in the centre of the table each time they make a contribution to discussion. 
Maximum 2 chips each. Run for as long as needed (but finish before conversation dries up). 
1. Teacher provides a discussion topic.

2. Any student begins the discussion, placing one of his or her chips in the centre of the table.

3. Any student with a chip continues the discussion, using his or her chip.

4. When all chips are used, teammates each reclaim their chips and continue the discussion using their Talking chips.
